PROJECT PHASES 
 

The project involves three phases: 
Phase I – Preparations:  

- Prepare for the regional consultation (Review key 
informant interview guides, Obtain institutional 
ethics approvals, Develop list of key informants for 
Western Asia and North Africa) 

- Prepare for Prioritization Exercise Training by 
developing material on the prioritization exercise 
methodology. 

Phase II – Implementation:  
- Conduct the regional consultation (15-25 Key 

informants Interviews) 
- Conduct 2-3 training sessions to Consortium 

members and regional teams. 
- Conduct the priorisitation exercise (FGD) for 

Western Asia and North Africa region 
Phase III – Closing: Develop a draft regional report, 
including a finalized list of priorities for Western Asia and 
North Africa region. 

The project is coordinated by a Consortium Central team from Deakin University and the American University of 
Beirut. The project comprises a series of regional and national consultations with a diverse range of stakeholders to 
examine humanitarian research and innovation priorities in six defined geographic regions. EMPHNET will 
undertake the regional consultation for the Western Asia and North Africa region and will provide support to the 
consortium members and partners from all regions by acting as the lead advisor for the prioritization exercises.
